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Beware the Creeping Bellflower!

Walking through Fairview, you get to see everyone's
gardens. Some are magnificent, some are average, some
have cactus surprises, and some are full of the dreaded
creeping bellflower (CBF)!

Although a favourite of bees, butterflies, and lazy
gardeners ('m one of them), CBF is actually a highly
invasive perennial weed. It comes back every year
whether you want it or not. Although you may think it a
beautiful bluey-purple bell-shaped flower, it is the bane
of many gardeners’ summers. If left unchecked, it can
take over your entire garden! And beyond.

CBF is incredibly aggressive. Removal can be nearly
impossible. The intricate root system means that even if
you dig out part of the root, it is not enough. Even the
tiniest bit will bring back more of the dreaded CBF. You
can slow the spread of CBF by pulling the plant out as
soon as you see the light green, rough-edged, heart-
shaped leaves sprouting up. Even if you see the tall
flowering stem, yank it out before it seeds!

It's important to note that you should not put CBF
into the green bin. The green bin eventually becomes
compost, which makes its way to another garden, and
CBF is incredibly persistent. Bag those little devils and put
them in the black bin!

Bike Safety

A message from the Federation of Calgary Communities

Protect your head! Any age — from toddlers to adults —
should think twice before getting on a bike without a
helmet. In fact, youth under 18 are legally required to!
The helmet should fit nicely and cover the forehead. A
helmet too loose won't do much protecting, so make
sure it's nice and snug.

Ring, Ring! Having a bell lets those around you know
you're coming and will help avoid any collisions on
paths.

Stop! Being a cyclist means you must follow similar
rules to driving a vehicle. Pay attention to posted signs,
speed limits, and watch out for pedestrians. Knowing
your route ahead of time can help you be aware of
potential detours and hazards.

Increase Your Visibility! Use reflectors or lights,
especially if you're riding your bike at nighttime or on
the streets.

Be Diligent! You may have the right of way, but that
doesn’t mean those around you are paying attention
to their surroundings. Always be cautious and diligent
while riding a bike and stay in bike lanes where possible.
Be sure to keep an eye out for vehicles coming in your
direction and err on the side of caution!
